PERSONAL GEAR…PUT YOUR NAME ON EVERYTHING YOU OWN…dress for the season & weather forecast 
· Gear bag or backpack large enough to hold all gear / 2-medium gear bags OK…Do Not Bring Luggage 
· Each Scout should have a small light weight tarp 5X7 or 8X10
· Sleeping Bag—Alaska spring/fall 0-deg bag / summer 20/40-deg bag (light weight)
· Sleeping Bag liner optional but nice to have
· Sleeping Pad—closed cell foam roll or Thermarest  
· Pillow—stuff sack or laundry bag with extra clothes can be used
· Day Pack for hikes or store extra gear you need first…used for Camporee courses 
· Boy Scout Handbook in zip-loc bag 
· Class “A” & Class “B” Boy Scout uniform

· Change of clothes as required…leave COTTON clothing at home & dress in layers
· Hiking Pants, long—synthetic or nylon zip off hiking pants work best
· Shorts optional if summer
· Shirt, long sleeve…non-cotton—polypro / synthetic, or light wool blend
· T-shirt—synthetic or cotton blend troop t-shirt OK
· Underwear (2)    
· Lightweight thermal long underwear—non-cotton (Under-Armour, Polypro or Thermax) used to sleep & cold morn     
· Hiking socks—2-3pr (Thorlo light/mid weight hikers…polypro/acrylic/synthetic blends/SMARTWOOL   
· Liner socks—2-3pr (polypro, nylon, or acrylic)  
· Gloves—light weight sports type gloves…good for climbing & working around camp
· 2-Bandannas (they are very useful)
· Boots/Shoes—hiking style w/ankle support works best (lightweight w/multi-directional tread…no skateboard shoes
· Extra pair of shoes—tennis shoes   

· Ball cap or scout hat
· Polar fleece jacket or lightweight wool (warm & lightweight)
· Raingear—100% waterproof (jacket & pants) or good quality poncho…good for driving rain!
· Plastic/lexan mess kit (cup, bowl, plate, knife, fork, & spoon) & Mug with top for hot chocolate or soups 

· 2-3 Nalgene water bottles w/wide mouth & filled w/water (quart/liter size) 
· Trail mix / GORP / power bars / jerky / cheese crackers / cheese sticks / dried fruit 

· Personal First Aid / foot care kit (moleskin, band aids, ect…) see Scout Handbook   

· Large plastic trash bag & large zip lock bag

· Toilet paper  

· Personal toiletry kit—toothbrush, comb, hand soap, lotion, antibacterial hand cleaner, baby wipes

· Waterproof matches or lighter & fire starter kit

· Map or Orienteering Compass

· pen/pencil & notebook
· Chapstick/Carmex lip balm

· Parachute cord (50ft) 

· Scout knife or leatherman

· Small Flashlight w/extra batteries
· Head Lamp w/extra batteries
· Personal survival kit/fire starter kit (small)

· Walking stick or staff optional
· 1 inexpensive watch (mandatory for scouts in leadership positions)

· 3-ft Duct tape strip wrapped around water btl or pencil
· Bug dope—non aerosol…at least 30-40% DEET works best

· Head net for bugs—GI type works the best

· Sunglasses optional
· 1 lightweight stool…great for around campsite or campfire  

· A few $$$ depending on trip location 

OPTIONAL GEAR

· Your own tent & ground cloth / footprint…for the most part scouts will tent with a patrol member 
· Small cot for tent…cut tennis balls for cot legs-feet……this protects the tent floor from holes 

· Water bladder for pack or Camel Bak system
· GPS / Compass / Map / Whistle
· Camera, disposable 
· Compact binoculars 
· Small roll of black electrical tape 

· Small folding saw and/or hatchet  

· 1-light weight shovel or plastic trowel  

· Mini BSA rank requirements book

· Fishing gear---pack rod-n-reel spin/fly combo w/spinners and/or flies 

· Bear bells for pack

CAMPING & HIKING RULES:
1. Live the Scout Oath and Scout Law
2. Show up properly dressed, don't be a non-conformist (a scout is loyal)
3. Leader's lead (a scout is obedient)
4. Maintain patrol integrity and help each other so troop goals are accomplished (a scout is helpful)
5. Be bear-safe—no food in tents and never leave packs unattended with food in them
6. Maintain personal and crew hygiene (a scout is clean)
7. No 'horseplay', fighting, pushing, etc (a scout is friendly, a scout is courteous; a scout is kind)
8. Leave prohibited items at home (a scout is trustworthy)

FINALLY, A FEW ITEMS TO LEAVE AT HOME:
Scouts should not bring electronics, walkmans, IPODS, gameboys, & video games on most camping & backpacking trips…You won't need them. Cell phones will be out of site & not a distraction…best to leave them in your tent or backpack   We are engaging in an outdoor program and getting away from our modern life of television, radio, and simulation computer games, and instead, are heading out and doing it for real, having fun with our friends and living the adventure.  If you can't leave home for a weekend without the electronics, then it would probably be better for you to stay at home and spend your weekend playing with them.  Scouts should also leave candy and high energy drinks like Red Bull & Rock Star loaded with caffeine & sugar at home.  Additionally, weapons (sling shots, firearms, bow & arrows), sheath knifes, machetes, and aerosol bug sprays are prohibited.  Scouts carrying or using medications must have them previously identified to the event Scoutmaster, as well as the designated adult leaders before we leave Joy Lutheran Church. Scouts may handle their own medicines with parental approval.
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
